a. City Attorney Position;
Ault reported that in December the Mayor informed dept. heads the city attorney would not be reappointed; Judge Bake presented an opinion to the Council that Calvert should remain until another appointment is approved; Ault spoke out at the recent Council meeting that the police dept. needs a city attorney to conduct business…will not expose officers or himself to liability…he will follow Judge Bakes’ opinion on the matter;

Ault stated the dept. had budgeted for a new squad for 2013…received three bids for 2013 Ford Explorer;
