
Minutes of the Committee of the Whole meeting held on Tuesday, May 6, 2014 pursuant to notice duly given.

1. Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Bostedt.

Also present:   Police Chief Dan Ault, Public Works Foreman Rick Schultz, Fire Chief Jack Mlnarik, Parks & Rec Director John Bostedt, Administrator Sara Perrizo as recording secretary and other interested parties. 
3. Approval of Agenda

Moved by Pleshek seconded by Zahn to approve the agenda with the deletion of items 5p and 5q.

4. Correspondence/Public Appearances;

Julie Woodworth, 3037 Nuthatch, spoke regarding the proposed parking restrictions.  She works in the Human Services department at the Courthouse and she is concerned regarding accessibility for the people who people who have to come there.  Mayor Bostedt said that the County should address these issues.  The residents in these areas have problems with the current parking situation.  Woodworth said that, especially when there is a trial at the courts, people have to park blocks away.

Mayor Bostedt spoke regarding the offer to purchase lot 7 of the former Kelly Pickle by Tina Bruckner.  As of this morning, this project is on hold.  Perrizo said that more information will be brought to the Council soon.  Pleshek and Groll questioned what would happen if another offer comes in on this property in the meantime.  Calvert said that any new offers would have to be considered.
Mayor Bostedt announced that the Wisconsin Bass Federation is interested in holding a bass tournament here during the last weekend of June, at very little cost to the City.  Also, this past Saturday, there were approximately 200 boats out at the Harbor.

Pleshek asked when KwikTrip will be beginning construction.  Mlnarik said that there is a construction meeting with them on May 14.

Perrizo announced that the auto parts store who is purchasing part of the Kelly Pickle lot plans on closing on the sale on August 6.

5. Discussion/Recommendation on:

a. Alcohol Beverage License Applications, Applications for Temporary Class B Retailer’s License, Applications for License to Serve Fermented Beverages and/or Intoxicating Liquor and Appointment of Agents 
Mayor Bostedt read aloud the list of applications.  Ault asked that numbers 8 and 23 not be acted on at this time until he can speak with the applications.

Moved by Schreiber, seconded by Anderson to approve the Alcohol Beverage License Applications, Applications for Temporary Class B Retailer’s License and Applications for License to Serve Fermented Beverages and/or Intoxicating Liquor except numbers 8 and 23.

c. Amendment to Ordinance 13-1-203(c) – Permit Fees for Swimming Pools

d. Amendment to Ordinance 13-1-202(c) and (g) – Fence Requirements

Mlnarik spoke regarding items b, c and d. He explained that they were updating the ordinances to reflect the standards of today.  The sign and swimming pool ordinances had fees that were higher than what the new fee schedule reflects.  The fence ordinance is being changed to make sure that the decorative side of the fence faces the neighbors and is neutral.

Moved by Zahn, seconded by Pleshek to approve items 5 b, c and d.

e. Approval of Life Jacket Loaner Board Agreement

Mlnarik explained that the idea to apply for this came from a Safe Kids meeting.  There were over 6,000 boats that went through the Harbor last year and a lot of people are often looking for life jackets.  There were 12 boating fatalities last year and, of them, 8 were not wearing life jackets.  This program is paid for by a grant from the DNR and there will be jackets of all sizes. Mlnarik is working with J. Bostedt to determine a location for the board and the department will actively promote this in the community.  Stiloski questioned if there would be any cost to the City and who will police the board.  Mlnarik replied that there will be no cost and there are security cameras on the board.  Also, they will run radio ads offering amnesty if any of the jackets are returned after the fact.  Other communities get donations from businesses or local civic groups to replace the jackets, too.  J. Bostedt said that there is a large logo on the vests that will make it obvious they are loaners.  Zahn asked how much the grant is for.  Mlnarik said that it is around $1,000.  Also, there is a statement covering liability on the board, so the City won’t have any exposure.

Moved by Zahn, seconded by Groll to approve the life jacket loaner board agreement.

Mayor Bostedt explained that the Plan Commission approved a two-year conditional use permit.

Mayor Bostedt explained that this is to combine two parcels of property.
Moved by Schreiber, seconded by Anderson to approve the certified survey map for the LeTourneau property in the City of Oconto.

h. Approval of Amendment to Ordinance 10-1-26 - Parking Prohibited During Certain Periods

Perrizo explained that this ordinance prohibits parking on both the north and south sides of Adams and Washington Streets, east of Park Avenue, Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.  The next ordinance prohibits parking on Cook Avenue.  Pleshek commented that there is construction currently going on at McDonald’s and the workers are parking on Cook Avenue.  She wondered if this could take effect after the construction is over.  
Stiloski asked if there is a reason for restricting the parking by the Courthouse.  Mayor Bostedt replied that there have been issues with access for the people who live in the area and also with the large amount of snow this year.  Julie Woodworth stated that if the Courthouse lot is full, then people park on the street.  Schultz said that there are maintenance issues because there are always cars parked there and the area can’t be accessed for plowing or street sweeping.  Also, there is currently no parking on the south side of the streets and this is just adding the north side.

Terri Berth, 160 Van Dyke Street, is a former County employee and stated that the parking is bad around the Courthouse.  When court is in session there is nowhere else to go.  She suggested someone speak with a member of the County Board prior to enacting this ordinance.  Perrizo said that she has already spoken with Kevin Hamann and Lee Rymer on this issue.  Zahn said that the County Board members take up 31 spaces when they have a meeting, but that is a County issue.  Mayor Bostedt agreed and said that a plan is supposed to be put in place for the future.  

Sue Anderson, 101 Merrill Lane, also worked for the County and they were told at that time to park in the west parking lot.  Zahn suggested shuttles could be used on County Board or court days.  

Karen Behnke, 516 Main Street, said that there are spots open in the west parking lot, but it is a block from the Human Services department and the building is a maze and difficult for people to find their way through.  

Ault said that the Police Department has not received a lot of complaints, but County employees do park on the streets and take up spots.  They have given out warnings and this ordinance just moves back the parking on the street so that the Street Department can do their jobs.  

Reed suggested the lot by the Post Office, the Holy Trinity Lot or the USDA building lot for parking.  Pleshek said that we enjoy privileges in a small town that people in large cities don’t.  In some cities, one could walk a mile to get to work from their car.  Perrizo agreed, stating that employees of Brown County have to pay for parking.
Moved by Zahn, seconded by Anderson to approve the amendment to Ordinance 10-1-26 – Parking Prohibited During Certain Periods.

Motion carried upon electronically recorded vote.

j. Approval of Resolution Authorizing the Discontinuance of Roadway Property Owned by the City of Oconto on Jackson Street Between Lane and Honish Properties

Schultz explained that this is a 30 foot right-of-way and all surrounding property owners are in agreement with the discontinuance.  

Moved by Schreiber, seconded by Resch to approve the resolution authorizing the discontinuance of roadway property owned by the City of Oconto on Jackson Street between Lane and Honish properties.

Anderson asked what happens to the land.  Perrizo explained that half goes to Honish and half to Lane.  Bickel asked about access to the property behind this.  Calvert explained that the owner accesses it through his other property.

Motion carried upon electronically recorded vote.

k. Approval to Allow Bicycles on City Sidewalks and the Use of City-Owned Parking Lot on the NW Corner of Pecor & Millidge for Youth Football Bicycle Poker Run on May 17, 2014 from 10 a.m. to 10 p.m.

Schultz explained that this is the yearly fundraiser for youth football.  It used to be held at the Nautical, now it will be behind the bowling alley.

Moved by Resch, seconded by Pleshek to approve allowing bicycles on City sidewalks and the use of City-owned parking lot on the NW corner of Pecor and Millidge for youth football bicycle poker run on May 17, 2014 from 10 a.m. to 10 p.m.

Schultz said this is for the annual truck pulls during Copperfest.  All residents will have access to their property during the event.  Zahn pointed out that Copperfest is June 6-8.

n. Approval to Purchase Used Regenerative Air Sweeper in an Amount Not to Exceed $50,000 Out of the Utility Equipment Replacement Fund
Schultz explained that this will replace our mechanical broom sweeper.  The new one vacuums the road instead of sweeping it and goes faster with a two times larger hopper so that the debris can be hauled directly to the dump site instead of to the shop and then taken by dump truck.
Moved by Pleshek, seconded by Zahn to approve the purchase of a used regenerative air sweeper in an amount not to exceed $50,000 out of the Public Works Capital Projects budget.

Stiloski asked if this is a budgeted item.  Perrizo confirmed that it is.
