Chief Mlnarik and Ault reported on thank you notes received; Ault gave an update on requested raise for police clerk…approved by Wage and Personnel and COW, will go before Council tomorrow night; 
Mlnarik asked if any of the commission members had any questions on the fire/ambulance annual report that was submitted last month; Members commented that it was well done; Mlnarik stated the report can be accessed on city website also;

7. Review/recommendation on Police, Fire and Ambulance department reports;
Chief Mlnarik stated they have been busy with 80 – 90 calls per month; Mlnarik reported on the committees he has been asked to join…Oconto Hospital Foundation, Oconto Hospital Advisory Comm. and Oconto County Hazard Mitigation Steering Committee which goes over any type of severe event that may occur in the county; Mlnarik stated they are working with OHS regarding safe decorating for After Glow; Mlnarik gave an update on the building inspections…making contacts with contractors and citizens who didn’t have permits to inform them of the requirement…Last and O’Connor have two of the four certifications; 21 members of the department are now certified after completing Fire Safety Officer training; Mlnarik stated they are working on a Bike Safety Rodeo in coordination with the county; Longsine commented on the number of re-inspections at 9; Mlnarik stated they did have some problems with compliances and almost had to issue first citation;
Ault stated the number of incidents were up  because of code enforcement/violations…48 this month…Officer Bastian is doing a great job with that; Ault reported they will be making a media release regarding the Log Jam fire… a successful resolution which is a testament to everybody involved in the police and fire departments; Ault reported on working with school administration on training for different scenarios regarding active shooters…different plans for high school vs. elementary school; Ault reported on Distracted Driving Program for teens…more teens killed due to distracted driving than drinking and driving; Ault stated that all officers are certified as trained weather spotter and are CPR/First Aid certified; Ault reported they had two Special Bulletin Notifications regarding sex offender releases…Dept. of Corrections worked out a contract with Oconto Motel to house these offenders…no longer allowed in the city;
