6. Discussion/Action/Recommendation on the following:

a. Approval of Policy for Employee Drug Testing

Mlnarik stated this is a policy that has been brought forth before but for some reason got dropped and  would like to bring this back and put into play…thinks it’s a good policy and more importantly the union thinks it’s a good policy; Mlnarik stated that he doesn’t think the testing has to be done twice a month like it states in the policy but gives the opportunity to do that…good to have a program in place; Longsine questioned who would pick for the testing…the city has a company that does it; Mlnarik stated that he would do the random drawing…he could do it himself or have a union member present also; 
Moved by Lacourciere seconded by Krueger to approve policy.

Motion carried upon verbal voice vote.

b. Approval of Updated Rules and Regulation to Replace Existing

Mlnarik stated that the more he reads the 1962 document he realizes there is some language that definitely needs to be changed but he likes that it is more specific; Examples were given of some of the things that needed to be changed; Mlnarik stated that if given some time he can turn the old policy into something that can be used and would disregard the updated version; 
c. City Hall/Police Dept. Physical Security Review

Ault stated that we are required to comply with SEGIS requirements – State and Federal guidelines because we have computer systems that access National and State data bases; Ault stated that mandatory audits are every three years but can be audited at any time so in order to be compliant some things had to be addressed; Keyless-entry locks were installed on the police/fire dept. doors, no more propping doors; Anytime anybody has access to seeing our computer systems, especially unescorted access, we have to make sure they have been fingerprinted, followed by background checks ran through the finger printing process along with security awareness training; Will continue to make progress in other areas…must be done to have access to those data bases;  Ault added that there is also a log for visitors to sign-in;
7. Review/recommendation on Police, Fire and Ambulance department reports;
Mlnarik reported that there have been 753 calls YTD; Overtime is up because of  EMT Refresher Course, a two-year requirement which everyone successfully passed; Working with Mike Schultz from the county on setting-up Juvenile Fire Setter Program; Mlnarik reported on meeting with Oconto Hospital in regards to community based medicine…Hook and Ladder Program… if resident has issues after being released from the hospital, rather than going back to ER or hospital, ambulance crew will check on them and assist with needs; Longsine questioned if the guys were okay with providing this service…Green Bay seems to have problems with it; Mlnarik stated that in Green Bay the firefighter feel it’s not part of their job description, feel they should be called in off-duty and get paid overtime;  Mlnarik stated we are fortunate for the group of guys that we have and they realize that’s part of their job duties; Mlnarik reported on involving the POC on committees; Henry and Hoppe have received State Certification for Fire Inspector and Instructor respectively; Continuing transition into building inspector duties;
Ault stated 104 parking tickets/warnings were issued; Five EM1 Calls which requires transporting to Winnebago County mental health facility; Issues with Cellcom regarding dropped calls, switched to AT&T; Twenty-six investigative cases which were very time consuming; Met with county regarding heroin issue...mentioned in Bloomberg Magazine out of New York…drug cartels impact not only on big cities but also in Oconto, WI; Ault stated that he is back to UCR reporting, no longer using IBR; Ault reported he attended Hate in America training regarding Sovereign Citizens…300,000 confirmed in the United States…major problem with threatening anybody that represents the government…three confirmed in Oconto area;
Moved by Krueger seconded by Lacourciere to accept and place on file the police, fire and ambulance reports;  
Motion carried upon verbal voice vote.
