1. Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Bostedt.

3. Approval of Agenda

Moved by Le Breck, seconded by Schreiber to approve the agenda as presented.

4. Correspondence/Public Appearances
a. Initial Determination from Wisconsin Department of Workforce Development re: Rebecca J. Bartell Age Discrimination Claim

Mayor Bostedt informed that this claim was dismissed.

In other correspondence, Perrizo read aloud an invitation to the Council members to attend the Historical Society Carriage House grand opening on May 12 and the next Newcap Board meeting on April 14.  

5. Discussion/Recommendation on:

a. Communication with Airport Commission

Mayor Bostedt noted that several members of the Commission were present at the meeting and asked if they had held a new election of officers at their last meeting.  The members informed her that they had.  

Mayor Bostedt then stated that the reason for this agenda item is the communication from the Department of Transportation that was brought forward last month by Alderperson Le Breck.  The Council was surprised to hear that the Airport Commission felt as though the City wanted to close the Airport.  Mayor Bostedt stated that is not accurate and reiterated that everyone on the Council is supportive of the Airport.  

Jerry Beekman, 1206 Park Avenue, said there has been a rumor that the City may want to get out of the agreement with the County to support the Airport.  He is very happy to hear that is just a rumor.  There has been some miscommunication between the City and the Airport – for example, there was a meeting held in January between the City and the County and the topic was the Airport, but no members of the Airport Commission were there.  Mayor Bostedt stated that Perrizo contacted the County (Kevin Hamann and Lee Rymer) to set up that meeting and it was in their hands who they chose to invite.  She asked that Beekman also communicate to them that members of the Commission would like to be involved in such matters in the future.  Le Breck asked that if there are more rumors heard in the future that a call be made to him.  There was never any intent to have the Airport go away.

b. Alcohol Beverage License Applications, Applications for Temporary Class B Retailer’s License, Applications for License to Serve Fermented Beverages and/or Intoxicating Liquor and Appointment of Agents 
Mayor Bostedt read the list of applications aloud and Chief Faith stated that he has no objections.  Perrizo informed the Council that Due South, LLC, owner of The Ruins Adventure Golf, has applied only for a Class B/Class C license this year instead of a full tavern license.  This means that they will no longer be using one of the City’s statutorily restricted licenses.

Moved by Le Breck, seconded by Schreiber to approve the Alcohol Beverage License Applications, Applications for License to Serve Fermented Beverages and/or Intoxicating Liquor and Appointment of Agents.
Motion carried upon electronically recorded vote.

c. Building Inspection Update

J. Reed stated that 104 hours, including 11 hours of overtime were put in in March.  They are finding problems with projects being started without permits and that is being addressed.  A new dumpster permit has been created, which is a blue card that must be attached to the side of the dumpster.  A meeting was held in March with everyone involved with inspection and code enforcement to discuss proper fines for code violations.  It was discovered that some ordinances don’t have any fines listed for them and that needs to be addressed.  Also addressed in the meeting was the time sensitivity of complaints and action to be taken on specific items.  It was determined that not every offense automatically needs a 14-day notice.  J. Reed stated that there has been great improvement in the response time since the meeting.
Le Breck asked about the permit listed for a pellet stove.  J. Reed explained that outdoor heating is not allowed in the City, but the stove could be for a garage or inside a home.

d. Appointment of Building Inspection Ad-Hoc Committee (as discussed by the Zoning Board of Appeals)

Mayor Bostedt explained that the Board of Appeals met and decided that it would be good to form an ad-hoc committee to address any ordinances that may need to be changed.  They recommended that Wusterbarth, J. Reed, J. Last, P. O’Connor, Perrizo, all of the Board of Appeals members and two Council members be on the ad-hoc committee.  Faith asked if anyone who enforces the codes would be on the committee.  Mayor Bostedt thought that was a good idea and suggested adding Faith as well.  Schreiber and Feldt volunteered to be the Council members on the committee.  Schreiber stated that he doesn’t want to leave out the new members of the Council, so asked that they also be given the opportunity to be involved if they so choose.
Moved by Le Breck, seconded by Schreiber to appoint the members of the Zoning Board of Appeals, Superintendent of Public Works, Fire Chief, Police Chief, two Building Inspectors, City Administrator, Feldt and Schreiber to the Building Inspection Ad-Hoc Committee.

h. Approval of Banking Proposal from Stephenson National Bank & Trust

Perrizo explained that the interest rate proposed is .45% and our current rate is .05%.  The annual fees under the proposal will be $1,200 and the City paid over $1,600 in 2015.  In addition, Stephenson has agreed to pick up the daily deposits from City Hall so that there is not time spent driving to the branch.
Moved by Resch, seconded by Le Breck to approve the banking proposal from Stephenson National Bank & Trust and to move all accounts to Stephenson except for the Section 125 account.

k. Approval of Quote for Purchase of Fire Chief’s Truck in an Amount Not to Exceed $17,000
J. Reed stated that the current truck is a 2006 and the one that he wishes to purchase is a 2008 with 112,000 miles on it.  The “new” truck has a cap, so an accountability board and radio will be able to be installed in the back, which is necessary for fire operations.  The current truck needs new brakes and tires.  Chrysler World will give us $5,500 on trade for it.  The money for the truck will come out of the capital equipment fund.

Moved by Schreiber, seconded by Reed to approve the quote to purchase a Fire Chief’s truck in an amount not to exceed $17,000.

l. Approval of Ordinance Amending Section 13-1-42 R-2 Residential District Subsection (c)(3) Conditional Uses

Mayor Bostedt explained that the property owned by Loyal and Kathy Peterson, which is located on Pine and Doran, has been sold to Fluffy Investments, LLC (Fluffy).  Fluffy would like to put a CBRF on this site with 25 beds, but our zoning only allows for up to 15 beds.  This ordinance change allows for up to 25 beds in R2 zoning.  Erickson explained that the ordinance also now allows for up to 50 nursing home beds, to allow for our nursing homes to be in compliance with the zoning code.
Moved by Resch, seconded by Feldt to approve the ordinance amending section 13-1-42 R-2 Residential District Subsection (c)(3) Conditional Uses.
